31 To the Jews who had believed him, Jesus said, “If you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples. 32 Then you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.” 
MONDAY -- Psalm 51:6

6 Surely you desire truth in the inner parts; you teach me wisdom in the inmost place.  

TUESDAY -- Psalm 139:1-3

1 O LORD, you have searched me and you know me. 2 You know when I sit and when I rise; you perceive my thoughts from afar. 3 You discern my going out and my lying down; you are familiar with all my ways. 

WEDNESDAY -- John 14:6

6 Jesus answered, “I am the way and the truth and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me. 

THURSDAY -- Mark 5:33

33 Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. 

FRIDAY -- John 17:17

SUNDAY -- 1 John 5:4

4 for everyone born of God overcomes the world. This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith. 

MONDAY -- Philippians 2:5

5 Your attitude should be the same as that of Christ Jesus: 

TUESDAY -- Ephesians 4:22-24

22 You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self, which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires; 23 to be made new in the attitude of our minds; 24 and to put on the new self, created to be like God in true righteousness and holiness. 

WEDNESDAY -- Proverbs 23:7

7 for he is the kind of man who is always thinking about the cost. “Eat and drink,” he says to you, but his heart is not with you. 

THURSDAY -- Philippians 4:8

8 Finally, brothers, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think about such things. 

FRIDAY -- Matthew 7:24-25

24 “Therefore everyone who hears these words of mine and puts them into practice is like a wise man who built his house on the rock. 25 The rain came down, the streams rose, and the winds blew and beat against that house; yet it did not fall, because it had its foundation on the rock. 

SATURDAY -- Matthew 7:26-27

SUNDAY -- Proverbs 17:22

22 A cheerful heart is good medicine, but a crushed spirit dries up the bones.  

MONDAY -- 1 Thessalonians 5:23

23 May God himself, the God of peace, sanctify you through and through. May your whole spirit, soul and body be kept blameless at the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. 

TUESDAY -- 1 Corinthians 10:31

31 So whether you eat or drink or whatever you do, do it all for the glory of God. 

WEDNESDAY -- 1 Corinthians 6:12-13

12 “Everything is permissible for me”—but not everything is beneficial. “Everything is permissible for me”—but I will not be mastered by anything. 13 “Food for the stomach and the stomach for food”—but God will destroy them both. The body is not meant for sexual immorality, but for the Lord, and the Lord for the body. 

THURSDAY -- 1 Corinthians 6:19-20

19 Do you not know that your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, whom you have received from God? You are not your own; 20 you were bought at a price. Therefore honor God with your body. 

FRIDAY -- Psalm 139:13-14

13 For you created my inmost being; you knit me together in my mother’s womb. 

14 I praise you because I am fearfully and wonderfully made; your works are wonderful, 

I know that full well. 

SATURDAY -- Ephesians 2:10

10 For we are God’s workmanship, created in Christ Jesus to do good works, which God prepared in advance for us to do. 

DECISIONS

SUNDAY -- Matthew 6:33

33 But seek his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well. 

MONDAY -- Deuteronomy 30:19-20

19 This day I call heaven and earth as witnesses against you that I have set before you life and death, blessings and curses. Now choose life, so that you and your children may live 20 and that you may love the LORD your God, listen to his voice, and hold fast to him. For the LORD is your life, and he will give you many years in the land he swore to give to your fathers, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. 

TUESDAY -- Luke 5:32

32 I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance.” 

WEDNESDAY -- Matthew 11:28-30

28 “Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. 29 Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls. 30 For my yoke is easy and my burden is light.” 

THURSDAY -- 2 Corinthians 6:2

2 For he says, “In the time of my favor I heard you, and in the day of salvation I helped you.” I tell you, now is the time of God’s favor, now is the day of salvation. 

FRIDAY -- Proverbs 27:1

1 Do not boast about tomorrow, for you do not know what a day may bring forth.  

SATURDAY -- Jeremiah 29:11-13

11 For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the LORD, “plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future. 12 Then you will call upon me and come and pray to me, and I will listen to you. 13 You will seek me and find me when you seek me with all your heart. 

FAITH

SUNDAY -- Hebrews 11:1

1 Now faith is being sure of what we hope for and certain of what we do not see. 

MONDAY -- Numbers 23:19

19 God is not a man, that he should lie, nor a son of man, that he should change his mind. 

Does he speak and then not act? Does he promise and not fulfill? 

TUESDAY -- Hebrews 11:6

6 And without faith it is impossible to please God, because anyone who comes to him must believe that he exists and that he rewards those who earnestly seek him. 

WEDNESDAY -- Ephesians 2:8-9

8 For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith—and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God— 9 not by works, so that no one can boast. 

THURSDAY -- Romans 6:23

23 For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord. 

FRIDAY -- John 3:14-16

14 Just as Moses lifted up the snake in the desert, so the Son of Man must be lifted up, 15 that everyone who believes in him may have eternal life. 

16 “For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. 

SATURDAY -- Romans 10:17

17 Consequently, faith comes from hearing the message, and the message is heard through the word of Christ. 

FORGIVENESS

SUNDAY -- Matthew 6:14-15

14 For if you forgive men when they sin against you, your heavenly Father will also forgive you. 15 But if you do not forgive men their sins, your Father will not forgive your sins. 

MONDAY -- Colossians 3:13

13 Bear with each other and forgive whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. 

TUESDAY -- Romans 5:7-8

7 Very rarely will anyone die for a righteous man, though for a good man someone might possibly dare to die. 8 But God demonstrates his own love for us in this: While we were still sinners, Christ died for us. 

WEDNESDAY -- Luke 15:7

7 I tell you that in the same way there will be more rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who repents than over ninety-nine righteous persons who do not need to repent. 
THURSDAY -- 1 Peter 2:24

24 He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that we might die to sins and live for righteousness; by his wounds you have been healed. 

FRIDAY -- 1 Peter 3:18

18 For Christ died for sins once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, to bring you to God. He was put to death in the body but made alive by the Spirit,

SATURDAY -- Psalm 103:12

12 as far as the east is from the west, so far has he removed our transgressions from us. 

LESSON GOAL 7– SURRENDER

SUNDAY -- Luke 22:42

42 “Father, if you are willing, take this cup from me; yet not my will, but yours be done.” 

MONDAY -- Romans 6:17-18

17 But thanks be to God that, though you used to be slaves to sin, you wholeheartedly obeyed the form of teaching to which you were entrusted. 18 You have been set free from sin and have become slaves to righteousness. 

TUESDAY -- 2 Corinthians 5:15

15 And he died for all, that those who live should no longer live for themselves but for him who died for them and was raised again. 

WEDNESDAY -- 1 John 3:1

1 How great is the love the Father has lavished on us, that we should be called children of God! And that is what we are! The reason the world does not know us is that it did not know him.

THURSDAY -- Galatians 2:20

20 I have been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. The life I live in the body, I live by faith in the Son of God, who loved me and gave himself for me.

FRIDAY -- Philippians 1:21

21 For to me, to live is Christ and to die is gain. 

SATURDAY -- Philippians 3:13-14

13 Brothers, I do not consider myself yet to have taken hold of it. But one thing I do: Forgetting what is behind and straining toward what is ahead, 14 I press on toward the goal to win the prize for which God has called me heavenward in Christ Jesus.

WEDNESDAY -- 2 Corinthians 5:17

17 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; the old has gone, the new has come!

THURSDAY -- James 1:5

5 If any of you lacks wisdom, he should ask God, who gives generously to all without finding fault, and it will be given to him.

FRIDAY -- Psalm 37:4

4 Delight yourself in the LORD and he will give you the desires of your heart. 

SATURDAY -- Philippians 4:6-7

6 Do not be anxious about anything, but in everything, by prayer and petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. 7 And the peace of God, which transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. 

FELLOWSHIP

SUNDAY -- Proverbs 4:14-15

14 Do not set foot on the path of the wicked or walk in the way of evil men. 15 Avoid it, do not travel on it; turn from it and go on your way. 

MONDAY -- Proverbs 13:20

20 He who walks with the wise grows wise, but a companion of fools suffers harm.  

TUESDAY -- 1 Corinthians 15:33

33 Do not be misled: “Bad company corrupts good character.” 

WEDNESDAY -- Psalm 1:1-21 Blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked or stand in the way of sinners or sit in the seat of mockers. 2 But his delight is in the law of the LORD, and on his law he meditates day and night. 

THURSDAY -- 1 John 1:7

7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin. 

FRIDAY -- James 5:16

16 Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective. 

SATURDAY -- Luke 6:31

31 Do to others as you would have them do to you. 
INVENTORY

SUNDAY -- James 1:23-24

23 Anyone who listens to the word but does not do what it says is like a man who looks at his face in a mirror 24 and, after looking at himself, goes away and immediately forgets what he looks like.

MONDAY -- Psalm 139:23-24

23 Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. 

24 See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.  

TUESDAY -- Romans 8:1-2

1 Therefore, there is now no condemnation for those who are in Christ Jesus, 2 because through Christ Jesus the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of sin and death. 

WEDNESDAY -- Hebrews 4:12

12 For the word of God is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart.

THURSDAY -- Matthew 5:23-24 23 “Therefore, if you are offering your gift at the altar and there remember that your brother has something against you, 24 leave your gift there in front of the altar. First go and be reconciled to your brother; then come and offer your gift. 

FRIDAY -- Hebrews 12:1-2

1 Therefore, since we are surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, let us throw off everything that hinders and the sin that so easily entangles, and let us run with perseverance the race marked out for us. 2 Let us fix our eyes on Jesus, the author and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy set before him endured the cross, scorning its shame, and sat down at the right hand of the throne of God. 

SATURDAY -- Galatians 6:9 9 Let us not become weary in doing good, for at the proper time we will reap a harvest if we do not give up.

VICTORY

SUNDAY -- Philippians 4:19

19 And my God will meet all your needs according to his glorious riches in Christ Jesus. 

MONDAY -- John 15:5

5 “I am the vine; you are the branches. If a man remains in me and I in him, he will bear much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing.

TUESDAY -- Philippians 1:6

6 being confident of this, that he who began a good work in you will carry it on to completion until the day of Christ Jesus.

WEDNESDAY -- Nehemiah 8:10

10 Nehemiah said, “Go and enjoy choice food and sweet drinks, and send some to those who have nothing prepared. This day is sacred to our Lord. Do not grieve, for the joy of the LORD is your strength.” 

THURSDAY -- Galatians 5:16

16 So I say, live by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the sinful nature. 

FRIDAY -- Romans 6:1-2

1 What shall we say, then? Shall we go on sinning so that grace may increase? 2 By no means! We died to sin; how can we live in it any longer?

SATURDAY -- 1 John 5:4

4 for everyone born of God overcomes the world. This is the victory that has overcome the world, even our faith. 
OUTREACH

SUNDAY -- Mark 8:35

35 For whoever wants to save his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life for me and for the gospel will save it.

MONDAY -- Philippians 2:3-4

3 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain conceit, but in humility consider others better than yourselves. 4 Each of you should look not only to your own interests, but also to the interests of others.

TUESDAY -- Matthew 28:18-20

18 Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with you always, to the very end of the age.”

WEDNESDAY -- Acts 1:8

8 But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”

THURSDAY -- Romans 8:37

37 No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.

FRIDAY -- Ephesians 4:15

15 Instead, speaking the truth in love, we will in all things grow up into him who is the Head, that is, Christ.

SATURDAY -- Galatians 6:1

1 Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently. But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted.

HOLINESS: HOW TO GET TO THERE FROM HERE
SUNDAY -- 1 Peter 1:13-16 

Therefore, prepare your minds for action, keep sober in spirit, fix your hope completely on the grace to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. As obedient children, do not be conformed to the former lusts which were yours in your ignorance, but like the Holy One who called you, be holy yourselves also in all your behavior; because it is written, “You shall be holy, for I am holy.”    
MONDAY -- 1 Peter 1:17-19 

“And If you address as Father the One who impartially judges according to each one’s work, conduct yourselves in fear during the time of your stay on earth; knowing that you were not redeemed with perishable things like silver or gold from your futile way of life inherited from your forefathers, but with precious blood, as of a lamb unblemished and spotless, the blood of Christ.    

TUESDAY -- Romans 11:33 

Oh, the depth of the riches both of the wisdom and knowledge of God! How unsearchable are His judgments and His ways past finding out!

WEDNESDAY -- Romans 11:34-36 

For who has known the mind of the Lord, or who became His counselor?

Or who has first given to Him that it might be paid back to him again?

For from Him and through Him and to Him are all things. To Him be the glory forever. Amen.

THURSDAY -- Romans 12:1-2 

Therefore I urge you, brethren, by the mercies of God, to present your bodies a living and holy sacrifice, acceptable to God, which is your spiritual service of worship.

And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, so that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.

FRIDAY -- 1 Peter 2:9-10 

But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God’s own possession, so that you may proclaim the excellencies of him who has called you out of darkness into his marvelous light; for you once were not a people, but now you are the people of God; you had not received mercy, but now you have received mercy.

SATURDAY -- 1 Peter 2:11-12 

Beloved, I urge you as aliens and strangers to abstain from fleshly lusts which wage war against the soul.  Keep your behavior excellent among the Gentiles, so that in the thing in which they slander you as evildoers, they may because of your good deeds, as they observe them, glorify God in the day of visitation.

TEMPTATION: WHY SO TEMPTING

SUNDAY -- 1 Corinthians 10:12-13 

Therefore let him who thinks he stands take heed that he does not fall.

No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, so that you will be able to endure it.

MONDAY -- James 1:13-15

Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am being tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, and He Himself does not tempt anyone. But each one is tempted when he is carried away and enticed by his own lust. Then when lust has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and when sin is accomplished, it brings forth death. 

TUESDAY -- James 1:16-18 

Do not be deceived, my beloved brethren. Every good thing given and every perfect gift is from above, coming down from the Father of lights, with whom there is no variation or shifting shadow. Of His own will He brought us forth by the word of truth, so that we would be a kind of first fruits of His creatures. 

WEDNESDAY -- Hebrews 4:14 

Therefore, since we have a great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession.

THURSDAY -- Hebrews 4:15

For we do not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but One who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin.     
FRIDAY -- Hebrews 4:16 

Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need.

SATURDAY -- Galatians 6:1

1 Brothers, if someone is caught in a sin, you who are spiritual should restore him gently. But watch yourself, or you also may be tempted.

MAN’S TOUGHEST TEMPTATION

SUNDAY -- 1 Corinthians 7:2-3 

But because of immoralities, each man is to have his own wife, and each woman is to have her own husband. The husband must fulfill his duty to his wife, and likewise also the wife to her husband.

MONDAY -- 1 Corinthians 7:4 

The wife does not have authority over her own body, but the husband does; and likewise also the husband does not have authority over his own body, but the wife does.
TUESDAY -- 1 Corinthians 7:5 

Stop depriving one another, except by agreement for a time, so that you may devote yourselves to prayer, and come together again so that  Satan will not tempt you because of your lack of self-control. 

WEDNESDAY -- 1 Thessalonians 4:3-5 

For this is the will of God, your sanctification; that is, that you abstain from sexual immorality; that each of you know how to possess his own vessel in sanctification and honor, not in lustful passion, like the Gentiles who do not know God;

THURSDAY -- 1 Thessalonians 4:6-8 

and that no man transgress and defraud his brother in the matter because the Lord is the avenger in all these things, just as we also told you before and solemnly warned you. For God has not called us for the purpose of impurity, but in sanctification. So, he who rejects this is not rejecting man but the God who gives His Holy Spirit to you.

FRIDAY -- 1 Corinthians 6:13-18 

Now the body is not for immorality, but for the Lord, and the Lord is for the body.

Flee immorality. Every sin that a man does is outside the body, but he who commits sexual immorality sins against his own body

SATURDAY -- 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 (NASB95)

Or do you not know that your body is the temple of the Holy Spirit who is in you, whom you have from God, and that you are not your own? For you were bought at a price, therefore glorify God in your body and in your spirit, which are God’s.

VICTORY!

SUNDAY -- 1 John 2:15-17 

Do not love the world nor the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh and the lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is not from the Father, but is from the world. And the world is passing away, and the lust of it, but the one who does the will of God lives forever.

MONDAY -- James 4:4-5 

You adulteresses, do you not know that friendship with the world is enmity toward God? Therefore whoever wants to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God. Or do you think that the Scripture speaks to no purpose, “The Spirit who dwells in us yearns jealously”?

TUESDAY -- Romans 8:5-8

For those who are according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the flesh, but those who are according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit. For to be carnally (fleshly) minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and peace. Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be.  So then, those who are in the flesh cannot please God.
WEDNESDAY -- Galatians 5:16

But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not fulfill the lusts of the flesh. But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no law. And those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.

THURSDAY -- James 4:6-8

But He gives more grace. Therefore He says, “God resists the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” Therefore submit to God. Resist the devil and he will flee from you. Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.
FRIDAY -- Ephesians 6:10-11

Finally, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. Put on the full armor of God, so that you may be able to stand firm against the wiles of the devil.
SATURDAY -- Ephesians 6:12 (NASB95)

For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, against the powers, against the rulers of darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.
